In 2002, The Rotary Foundation partnered with leading
universities around the world to create the Rotary
Centers for International Studies in peace and conflict
resolution, or Rotary Peace Centers. Rotary Peace
Fellows began master’s degree studies in the fields

of international relations, sustainable development,
peace studies, and conflict resolution. In 2006, a new
Rotary Peace Center at Chulalongkorn University
began offering three-month professional development
programs in peace and conflict studies for mid-level and
upper-level professionals.

Today, up to 110 Rotary Peace Fellows are selected
annually. The program is privately funded by Rotary club
members around the world.

The Fellowship

Rotary Peace Fellows earn either a professional
development certificate in peace and conflict studies or
a master’s degree in international relations, sustainable
development, peace studies, or conflict resolution.
