Getting around town

Bangkok's residents use a wide variety
of options to navigate the city, including
amodem undergroind railway line, the
MERT, as well as the BTS Skytrain and an
elevared line nunning from the aiyport
to the new City Air Terminal in the city
center, operating daily. Taxis abound,
offering a cool, ¢clean ride. Ilowever,
travelers should be prepured [or delays
in traffic; in a citv of 16 million, waffic
Jjams are havd to avoid. Bangkokians
